 IPS SPRING SHOW RULES
· The Irish Pony Society would like to remind all competitors and/or those planning to attend the Championship Show of the Rules governing the Society. These Rules are contained within the 2026 Rules and Guidelines booklet. 
· The IPS Show Committee reserves the right to amalgamate classes with insufficient entry numbers and to change judges to allow for the smooth and efficient running of the show.
· In all classes the Judge’s decision is finaL
· THE RUNNING AND RING ORDER OF CLASSES MAY BE SUBJECT TO CHANGE ON THE DAY
· Every endeavour has been made to avoid classes clashing, but if an exhibitor finds the  times of their classes overlap, it is suggested permission be obtained from the stewards  to jump out of turn in the WHP classes, and give individual ridden shows early in the Show Hunter classes; then leave the pony with an attendant. The attendant may not ride the pony. Classes will not be held up for missing competitors. Exhibitors are reminded to consider clashing of either pony or riders before entering.
· Dress Code: Riders in Working Hunter Classes must be correctly dressed whilst walking the course.
· All ponies competing in Working Hunter or Performance classes must be declared at the ring entrance 15 minutes before the relevant class.
· Lunging will only be permitted in a designated area and IPS Rules and Guidelines will be strictly observed.
· No child under 16 years of age on 1.1.2026 may lead a pony in any in-hand or Lead Rein Class with the exception of Young Handler Classes.
· All riders (including those competing in Ridden Breed Classes) must wear suitable headgear, correctly fitted, at all times whilst mounted.

· The decision of the Show Committee in all matters pertaining to the show (other than the merit of an exhibit) and, in particular, as to the interpretation of Rules, Prize and Class Schedule, the acceptance or non-acceptance of entries, the determination of eligibility of an exhibit, the conduct of the Show, the action of any exhibitor and the awarding or forfeiture of prizes shall be final and conclusive.
· All objections must be lodged with the Secretary on the day concerned. No objection shall be accepted or considered by the Show Committee unless lodged at or before this time. The objection shall be in writing and accompanied by a fee of €150 which shall be retained if the objection is not upheld.
· The Show Committee and the Irish Pony Society have a ‘zero tolerance’ policy regarding any form of abuse towards any child, adult, official or animal. Anyone found to have contravened this policy will take no further part in the Show and will be requested to leave the Show Grounds forthwith.

ROYAL INTERNATIONAL HORSE SHOW QUALIFIERS 
This show is affiliated to: 
British Show Pony Society:   The highest placed (not already qualified) from the first three ponies placed in each class will qualify)    
British Skewbald and Piebald Association:  1st place in each class to qualify.    
British Show Horse Association:  The highest placed (not already qualified) from the first three horses placed in each class will qualify. Held under the rules of the British Show Horse Association. Riders must be 15 years of age or older.  Classes 1,2,3,4 & 5 are qualifiers for the Royal International Horse Show. The first prizewinner will qualify to compete at the Final. If already qualified the second will qualify, if the first and second are already qualified then the third will go forward. 
Sport Horse Breeding of Great Britain:
Horses competing at the RIHS and qualifying shows in Hunter sections of The Sport Horse Breeding of Great Britain at their Affiliated Shows cannot compete in Hack, Cobs and Riding Horse classes at the same show, on the same day and vice versa.  This does not apply to SHB (GB) Ridden Sport Horse classes. The highest placed unqualified exhibit in the top 5 in each Open Affiliated class will qualify to compete in the BSHA Supreme of Year Final. The Finals will be held at the BSHA National Championship Shows in September 2026.
“Competitors qualifying at this show for the Agria Royal International Horse Show 21 – 26 July 2026 must submit their entries ONLINE at https://equilive.uk.  Schedules will be available to download from the Hickstead website in April.  Online entries will open on 11th May and entries close on 1st June 2026.”

Sport Horse Breeding (GB) These classes are qualifiers for The Agria Royal International Horse Show. The two highest placed horses will qualify, no horse lower than 2nd will qualify. In a combined Working Hunter class the three highest placed horses will qualify. No horse lower than third will qualify. In the case of two working hunter classes, the two highest placed horses from each class will go through to the Working Hunter Championship and all these four horses will qualify for RIHS if they have not already done so. RIHS Qualification will not pass down the line beyond the aforementioned placings.  In the Working Hunter Championship, Judges must place all horses to determine qualification.   
Horses, owners & riders do not have to be registered with SHB (GB) for the RIHS Ridden Hunter qualifiers.  
If a competitor qualifies for the 2026 RIHS the horse’s passport needs to be overstamped by SHB(GB) within 30 days and register on current SHB(GB) Show Hunter register if not already done so. Owner and Rider need to be current members. Failure to register with SHB(GB) will void the RIHS qualification result  
· The two highest placed horses in the Lightweight, Middleweight, Heavyweight and Small Hunter classes. No horse lower than second will qualify.
· In a combined Working Hunter class, the three highest placed horses will qualify. No horse lower than third will qualify. In the case of two Working Hunter classes, the two highest placed horses from each class will go through to the Working Hunter championship and all these four horses will qualify for RIHS if they have not already done so. No horse lower than second in its class will qualify. 
· In the Amateur Section - when there are two classes, in the Lightweight section, the two highest placed Smalls and the two highest placed Lightweights will qualify and in the Heavyweight section the two highest placed Middleweights and the two highest placed Heavyweights will qualify. Judges must place all horses to determine qualifiers.
· Animals in Ridden Height Restricted Classes WILL NOT be required to be in possession of a JMB Height Certificate or verification of measurement to compete in RIHS or HOYS Qualifiers. However qualifying animals will need to be measured WITHIN 28 DAYS OF QUALIFICATION OR BEFORE THE FINAL, WHICHEVER IS SOONER. The valid JMB full height certificate or a valid JMB annual height certificate must be submitted to the SHB(GB) office on receipt from the JMB and prior to competing at RIHS or HOYS. There are NO exceptions to this rule. 
· In the Working Hunter class, the three highest placed horses will qualify. No horse lower than third will qualify. PLEASE NOTE:
